The battery is a store of chemical energy. The energy is transferred by electricity to the lamp, which transfers the energy to the surroundings by light. These are the useful energy transfers - we use electric lamps to light up our rooms. But there are also energy transfers that are not useful to us. In the example above, the lamp also transfers energy to the surroundings by heating. 
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
