PARTES DEL EXAMEN ORAL
B1 PRELIMINARY (SPEAKING)

(12-17 minutes per pair of candidates)
4 parts
Shows how good your spoken English is as you take part in
conversation by asking/answering questions and talking, for example,
about your likes and dislikes. Your Speaking test will be conducted
face to face with one or two other candidates and two examiners. This
makes your test more realistic and more reliable.

                                                                  



PARTES DEL EXAMEN ORAL
B2 FIRST (SPEAKING)

(14-18 minutes per pair of candidates)
4 parts
A face to face test taken with one or two other candidates and an
examiner. Students have to show how well they can produce
spontaneous spoken language, talking with either the examiner, the
other candidate, or by themselves.
